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Introductory Note
Pakistan is a signatory to the Millennium Development Goals. It is committed to the provision of education for all and elimination of gender disparity at all levels of education by the year 2015. The comprehensive and sustained reform agenda, which the Government has been pursuing during the last six years, has already improved the financial position very considerably and has helped to revive growth. 

While availability of resources is important, improving governance and ensuring that reforms are understood and implemented at the micro level is equally important. Policy makers at the Federal and Provincial levels recognize that equity and access has to be ensured through the establishment of new institutions and providing incentives to girls to encourage their enrolment and prevent their dropout. Existing as well as future policy instruments must be so designed as to place emphasis on improvement in quality through training of both new and existing teachers, better physical facilities in educational institutions and higher non salary spending. The attainment of targets will not be feasible if spending on education at all levels of Governments do not reach 4% of the GDP. 

The present study is devoted to examining the investment in secondary, higher secondary and college education by the District Governments during the past three years. College education has since been taken over by the Provincial Governments from 2006-07 for a variety of reasons including lack of capacity on the part of the District Governments to manage such institutions. The question of capacity remains a daunting challenge for both the Federal and the Provincial Governments. Financial results cannot be optimized if education managers have little or no understanding of costing  modules or budgetary innovations. 
The District Governments must continue to make substantially higher investment in secondary and higher secondary education by exploring such new resources that may become available to them. They must recognize that these two levels of education form the back bone on which the country’s higher education system has to rest. The study points to the high per capita cost of secondary and higher secondary education in the case of a large number of Districts in Balochistan, under developed parts of NWFP and the interior of Sindh. This can be brought down through increase in enrolment and adoption of various economy measures. The Ministry of Education expects due consideration of these proposals by the District Governments.

FINANCING OF SECONDARY / HIGHER SECONDARY AND COLLEGE EDUCATION

AN INVESTMENT ANALYSIS
Pakistan is making steady progress in enhancing the gross enrolment rate both for boys and girls at various levels of education. The increase in enrolment rate should be accompanied by a corresponding increase in investment at each stage of education. Higher investment in girls education is justified on the basis of evidence that such investment produces rich dividends for the nation.

The Local Government Ordinance, 2001 is based on five fundamentals: devolution of political power, decentralization of administrative authorities, de-concentration of management functions, diffusion of the power – authority nexus, and distribution of resources to the District level.

It is designed to ensure that the genuine interests of the people are served and an enabling environment is created in which people can participate in various development activities. In pursuance of these fundamental principles, education has been devolved to the Districts, the District Governments have been made responsible for exercising the decentralized administrative authority in respect of educational institutions for improved service delivery and for planning, approving and implementing project that served the needs of the local communities.

The District Governments have replaced the system of governance inherited from the colonial past. The new system has uprooted a well entrenched setup which did not have democratic credentials. The initial period has been marked by uncertainty and confusion. With the passage of time the District Governments appear to be settling down although difficulties mostly political continue to persist. 

In the education sector, a great deal of upheaval has been averted by devolution due to the fact that prior to 2001, the Provincial education departments were already a long way down the road of decentralization and appropriate management structures had been established at the former divisional and District Headquarters.

Except for Punjab, the sector has seen considerable experimentation at the district level. Although the basic structure of the District Education Office is in place in all the Districts, a variety of Education Department structures are emerging specially in Sindh and NWFP to meet district-specific circumstances. These add to cost and generate confusion.

As a result of increase in the administrative expenses, the District Governments have been unable to make any major break through in expanding financing of education and improving access and quality in the sectors devolved to them. The Provincial Governments are in the process of laying down policies to promote investment in secondary and higher education by the District Governments. It is being recognized that this level of education should not be allowed to drop from the “radar screen” of policy makers.

Devolution may have brought about an increase in the demand for education and the gross enrolment rates are reported to have gone up. However, retention and quality remain areas of concern. The increase in the gross enrolment rate should be accompanied by higher investment in secondary, higher secondary and college education. This study examines if investment has stagnated or the District Governments have provided the needed additional resources specially those District Governments who have poor human development index. The following table demonstrates the gross enrolment rate prevailing in 2004-05:

Financing of education is primarily undertaken from resources provided by the Provincial Governments. Many of the District Governments were unable to raise resources locally to enhance the funds received from the Provincial Governments. While most of the Districts in Balochistan excluding Quetta, several Districts in NWFP and Sindh and some Districts in Punjab were prevented from raising resources due to lack of commercial and industrial activity, other more fortunate Districts did not tap this potential and remained content with the utilization of grants received by them. As a result, financing of secondary / higher secondary and college education did not benefit from additional resources that could have been used for improvement in quality of education and establishment of new institutions specially for girls. 
This study examines the investment made by the District Governments in the secondary / higher secondary and college education sectors over a three year period from 2003-04 to 2005-06. Financial year 2002-03 has been excluded as many District Governments were not fully functional and others were surrounded by a host of transitional difficulties.

Against their current education budget for the year 2003-04 amounting to Rs. 34172.588 million, the District Governments in Punjab invested Rs. 13314.548 million in secondary / higher secondary and college education. This represents an investment of 39% against the resources available. In the year 2004-05 the investment rose to Rs. 38498.442 million against the resources amounting to Rs. 15327.314 million. This represents an investment level of 40% in these three important levels of education. 

In the year 2005-06 the District Governments in Punjab invested Rs. 45476.628 million against the total amount of Rs. 16975.566 million available to them for meeting the educational needs at these levels of education. This amount represents an investment level of 37%. The marginal decline can be attributed to competing demands on the limited resources, poor budgeting and forecasting and some data discrepancies. It is encouraging to note that Punjab is sustaining the level of investment. 

An analysis of the aggregated data reveals that in the year 2005-06 the District Government Hafizabad brought about the highest increase of 280% in their resource outlay compared to the previous financial year. This is commendable and should be sustained. The District Government Bhakkar despite resource constraint was able to increase the resource outlay by 145% in 2005-06 compared to the preceding financial year. Substantial increases also occurred in the case of District Government Jhelum (104%), Multan (73%), Vehari (52%), Kasur (43%), Rawalpindi (41%) and Jhang (35%). 

Substantial decline in investment took place in 2005-06 in the case of the District Governments of Bhawlanagar, Chakwal, Gujrat, Rahim Yar Khan and Sheikhupura. There is every reason to hope that the decline is temporary and the requisite resources will be provided to meet the objectives of access, equity and quality. 

Administrative expenses in almost all the Districts of Punjab maintained a stable rate of growth except for Rawalpindi.

Against their current education budget for the year 2003-04 amounting to Rs. 19095.617 million, the District Governments in Sindh invested Rs. 6325.388 million in secondary / higher secondary and college education. This represents an investment of 33% against the resources available. In the year 2004-05 the available resources rose to Rs. 21120.971 million against which an investment of Rs. 7446.428 million was made. This represents an investment level of 35% in these three important tiers of education. 


In the year 2005-06 the District Governments in Sindh invested Rs. 9533.165 million against the total amount of Rs. 20871.959 million available to them for the education sector. This amount represents an investment of 45% an increase of 10% over the investment made in the preceding financial year. This increase is commendable and hope fully this can be sustained. 

An analysis of the aggregated data reveals that in the year 2005-06 Badin District Government brought about the highest increase of 75% in their resource outlay compared to the previous financial year. The District Government Ghotki and the City District Government of Karachi increased their outlay by 68 and 65% respectively. There was a nominal decline in the allocation of Dadu and Mirpurkhas. 

Administrative expenses in almost all the Districts of Sindh remained unstable. On an overall basis there was an increase of 53% in the administrative expenses in 2005-06 compared to the previous financial year. This can be attributed to seven new Districts that became operational in 2005-06.

Against their current education budget for the year 2003-04 amounting to Rs. 3195.339 million, the District Governments in Balochistan invested Rs. 1605.647 million in secondary / higher secondary and college education. This represents an investment level of 50% against the resources available. This would appear to be high considering the total number of institutions in Balochistan providing secondary / higher secondary and college education. In the year 2004-05 the investment amounted to Rs. 1812.399 million against the total resources available for the education sector amounting to Rs. 3918.891 million. This represents an investment level of 46% and marks a decline of 4% as compared to the previous financial year. 

In the year 2005-06 the District Governments in Balochistan invested Rs. 2190.518 million against the total amount of Rs. 4735.045 million available to them for meeting the educational needs of all sectors of education. This represents an investment level of 46% which is consistent with the investment made in the previous year. The percentage will rise when all of the data is received confirming the analysis that education in Balochistan is expensive relative to the remaining Provinces. 

An analysis of the aggregated data reveals that in the year 2005-06 the District Government of Bolan brought about the highest increase of 62% in their resource outlay compared to the previous financial year. Jaffarabad and Kalat also increased resources by 30% and 35% respectively. It is surprising that investment in case of Loralai declined for reasons that have not been stated by the District Government. 

Administrative expenses in almost all the Districts of Balochistan maintained a stable rate of growth.
